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US Army Corps of Engineers Awards 10 Contracts 

for Potential Work in U.S. Central Command Area of Operations

-- WASHINGTON, D.C., Jan. 13, 2004 -- The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ Transatlantic Programs Center awarded 10 contracts in anticipation of potential contract requirements in the U.S. Central Command area of operations.  The contracts were awarded on January 12.

Indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity (IDIQ) contracts for design/build and/or construction-related services were awarded to the following firms:

The solicitation synopsis was published on October 17, 2003, on the Federal Business Opportunities website.  The companies were competitively selected based on their response to the Request for Proposal documents.

The contracts have a monetary ceiling set at $500 million for the first year for each of the contracts.  Each contract will have four one-year options, and the option years will have a yearly ceiling of $250 million on each contract.  

The contracts provide a quick response contracting capability in the rapidly changing environment within the U.S. Central Command area of operations, which encompasses 25 nations from the Horn of Africa into Central Asia.  The contracts will be used to support U.S. military operations, other U.S. government agencies, or friendly foreign governments under established agreements.  The contractors will be called upon to provide a full range of engineering services such as construction, including new work, restoration, renovation or repair; combined design-build activities; and temporary base operations and short-term operations and maintenance services.  

IDIQ contracts are authorized under Federal Acquisition Regulations.  This type of contract does not specify a firm quantity of services, other than a minimum and maximum quantity, and it provides for the issuance of individual task orders for work during the period of the contract.  The task orders may be fixed price or cost reimbursement (reimbursed according to actual costs), depending on whether the statement of work can be completely and accurately defined at the outset or generally described.

Under this type of solicitation, the government must indicate a minimum guaranteed contract amount, which is $500,000 in this case.  The maximum possible amount is $500 million (in task orders) for each contract for the first year.  If option years are awarded, up to $250 million in task orders could be awarded annually for each of the contracts.

No task orders have been identified for immediate award.

The Transatlantic Programs Center has a wide range of programs in the U.S. Central Command area of operations, including design and construction of facilities (both operational and quality of life) to support U.S. Army, Air Force, and Navy operations in the Gulf Region and Central Asia, and oversight of an aggressive program to provide facilities for graduating battalions of the Afghanistan National Army.

Note:  These contract awards are not affiliated with the USACE oil infrastructure contracts planned for award, nor are they related to the contracts being awarded by the Iraq Program Management Office of the Coalition Provisional Authority.
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
